     Simeon was right when he told our Lady “this Child is destined for the 

fall and rise of many in Israel, He will be a sign of contradiction”. 
  He is God, and so the author of life and yet He is man so He weeps. 
This Gospel reminds me always of the Sacred Heart of Jesus.  Jesus  

appeared to a nun named Margaret Mary(17th cen.) and with His Heart exposed.
