The Image of Baptism was also employed to drive home the prophet-
ic/redemptive mission. "There is a baptism with which I must be 
baptized, and how great is my anguish until it is accomplished." 
Christ longed to be immersed into the baptism of his inevitable suf-
fering that will terminate in his death at Calvary for the salvation of 
humanity.

In the light of the gain inherent in the lame brought by Christ with 
the baptism of trials that brought freedom to mankind, everyone is 
invited to be opened to the purifying lame of love and to be im-
mersed into this baptism. In order to respond properly to this invita-
tion, a irm commitment and total reliance on the Lord is needed.
