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A great sign appeared in the sky; a woman clothed with the sun with the 
moon under her feet and on her head a crown of twelve stars. The Father 
created his daughter a princess. The Holy Ghost clothed His Spouse with 
Divine Grace. The Son crowned His Mother Queen of heaven and earth.

Christians have always sought to enthrone Our Lady as our Queen. We wish 
to exalt her above every other creature for two reasons, according to Pope 
Pius XII. She is Queen because her Son is King, the Son of God. And He is 
King not only because He is the Son of God but because He is the Redeemer. 
Mary is Queen not only because she is Mother of God but because she coop-
erated in the work of redemption of the human race.

She helped Jesus redeem us. She helped pay the price of suffering for our 
salvation, so we owe her gratitude. She deserves to be recognized as our 
Queen. It is not optional. We have an obligation to recognize her as our 
Queen lest we be ashamed at the time of judgment.

As our Queen she prays for us and protects us. Pope Pius IX wrote 
in Inefffabilis Deus; “Appointed by the Lord as Queen of Heaven and earth, 
raised above all the choirs of angels and saints, sitting at the right hand of 
her Son Our Lord Jesus Christ, she obtains with great certainty what she 
asks with her motherly prayers; she obtains and seeks what cannot be de-
nied her”.
Pope Benedict visited Fatima 2010 and mentioned the bullet in the crown. 
The Venerable Pope John Paul II, who visited you three times here in Fati-
ma and thanked the “unseen hand” that rescued him from death in the as-
sassination attempt on 13 May in Saint Peter’s Square almost thirty years 
ago, wanted to offer to the Shrine of Fatima a bullet which gravely wound-
ed him and was placed in the crown of the Queen of Peace.

Pope Benedict had these words to share:

It is a profound consolation to know that you are crowned not only with the 
silver and gold of our joys and hopes, but also with the “bullet” of our anxie-
ties and sufferings. I thank you, beloved Mother, for the prayers and sacri ices 
that the shepherd-children of Fatima offered for the Pope, led by the senti-
ments that you inspired in them in the apparitions.

I also thank all those who, every day, pray for the Successor of Peter and for 
his intentions, that the Pope may be strong in faith, bold in hope and zealous 
in love.
