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God or Nothing: A Lesson from the Widow

The parable of the widow's encounter with the unjust judge brings to 
our attention again that we must never grow weary in our trust in 
God. Apart from God, there is nothing other than discouragement, 
hopelessness and frustration. Consequently, we must pray to God, 
who never abandons his children.

There will always be issues to deal with in life. The human person is 
so frail and can easily be overwhelmed. How can concrete situations 
be handled without succumbing to their crushing effects? The Wid-
ow in the parable pointed out the way forward: running to the Just 
and Righteous Judge, persistently with trust to present our request 
to Him. The answer we get sometimes is, Wait!

Ironically, despite prayer being the very means to the solution of our 
spiritual crises is sometimes abandoned. In this regard, Jimmy Carter 
in his book, Power of Prayer, writes: "As we pray continually, even 
during times when God seems distant and prayer feels fruitless, we 
immerse ourselves in the benevolence, grace, forgiveness, and love of 
God. Our attitudes toward life are modi ied accordingly." Prayer re-
veals solutions to problems. At life’s crossroads there is a frequent 
temptation to panic. Prayer swallows up panic and instills con idence 
and clarity that aid clear thinking.

Prayer changes situations from life-threatening to self-edifying, 
which leads to maturity. It spurs tepid and fearful individuals to be-
come vibrant and con ident in God. It effects transformation; it 
brings about victory. However, patience in prayer is vital, especially 
when the desired result seems to be delayed. We must remember 
that no event in life escapes the notice of God.

In conclusion, Saint Pope John Paul's  explained some years ago why 
we must pray, and it remains valid for us today: "We must also pray 
because we are frail and guilty. It must be humbly and realistically 
recognized that we are poor creatures, confused in ideas, tempted by 
evil, frail and weak, in continual need of inner strength and consola-
tion. Prayer gives the strength for great ideals, to maintain faith, 
charity and purity and generosity" (Audience with Young People, 14 
March 1979).

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Message for World Mission Day  
by Pope Francis 

 
“You shall be my witnesses” – The call of every Christian to bear witness to 
Christ.” 
 
This is the central point, the heart of Jesus’ teaching to the disciples, in view 
of their being sent forth into the world. The disciples are to be witnesses of 
Jesus, thanks to the grace of the Holy Spirit that they will receive. Wherever 
they go and in whatever place they ind themselves. Christ was the irst to 
be sent, as a “missionary” of the Father (cf. Jn 20:21), and as such, he is the 
Father’s “faithful witness” (cf. Rev 1:5). In a similar way, every Christian is 
called to be a missionary and witness to Christ.  And the Church, the com-
munity of Christ’s disciples, has no other mission than that of bringing the 
Gospel to the entire world by bearing witness to Christ.  To evangelize is 
the very identity of the Church. 
 
A deeper look at the words, “You shall be my witnesses”, can clarify a few 
ever timely aspects of the mission Christ entrusted to the disciples. The 
plural form of the verb emphasizes the communitarian and ecclesial nature 
of the disciples’ missionary vocation. Each baptized person is called to mis-
sion, in the Church and by the mandate of the Church: consequently, mis-
sion is carried out together, not individually, in communion with the eccle-
sial community, and not on one’s own initiative. Even in cases where an 
individual in some very particular situation carries out the evangelizing 
mission alone, he must always do so in communion with the Church which 
commissioned him. As Saint Paul VI taught in the Apostolic Exhorta-
tion Evangelii Nuntiandi, a document dear to my heart: “Evangelization is 
for no one an individual and isolated act; it is one that is deeply ecclesial. 
When the most obscure preacher, catechist or pastor in the most distant 
land preaches the Gospel, gathers his little community together or adminis-
ters a sacrament, even alone, he is carrying out an ecclesial act, and his ac-
tion is certainly attached to the evangelizing activity of the whole Church 
by institutional relationships, but also by profound invisible links in the 
order of grace. This presupposes that he acts not in virtue of a mission 
which he attributes to himself or by a personal inspiration, but in union 
with the mission of the Church and in her name” (No. 60). Indeed, it was no 
coincidence that the Lord Jesus sent his disciples out on mission in pairs; 
the witness of Christians to Christ is primarily communitarian in nature. 
Hence, in carrying out the mission, the presence of a community, regardless 
of its size, is of fundamental importance. 
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At the Chapel we continue through the month of October to ask your 
help in raising funds for the Crisis Pregnancy Centers around Boston. 

These centers provide a path for vulnerable women to be served and to 
save their babies. Please ind one of the envelopes around the Chapel,
