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It is one of the most consequential moments in history. God com-
mands Abraham to leave his home and go to a place he will be 
shown. In chapter 12 of Genesis God calls Abram out from his society 
in Ur and promises to him many blessings and many descendants. 
God called Abram from his secure place in Ur to go to a mysterious 
new place. He told Abram that He would show him this land. The 
word for show is derived from the Hebrew word ra’ah, which means “to see.” When God sends Abraham to the new land He is sending 
him to a place where Abraham’s inner spiritual eye will be opened 
and he will be able to truly see for the irst time. Ur is a place of spir-
itual blindness. What Abraham will learn to see in the new land is the 
truth about God and about his own destiny.  Returning to the irst 
chapter of Genesis we read of the account of God’s creation. It says 
that after God created light he saw (ra’ah) that the light was good. 
God then creates the earth, the sea, the sun, moon, all creatures and 
inally mankind. After creating these things it says that God saw that 

they were good. Finally, after all things were created on the sixth day 
it says that God looked at everything He created and found them to 
be very good. God wants Abram and us to see what He sees, so He 
will show Abram what that is in the new land.

Seeing as God sees is not merely a matter of noticing. To see (ra’ah) 
as God sees is to have a deep experience of the truth of things, to 
taste them. God saw the good in the things He created. God especially 
sees into the heart of a person and knows what is there. To see as 
God sees is to experience within oneself the goodness of creation and 
to act in accord with that goodness. It is not merely possessing 
knowledge in the mind but experiencing deeply in one’s heart that 
something is good, true and beautiful. This is why God called Abram 
out of Ur and eventually to the Promised Land. He is not toying with 
Abram; He is removing the stains of Ur from Abram’s eyes and teach-
ing him to see as God sees. Through Abram, God’s chosen people 
would be empowered to learn to see and experience the world as 
God sees it. But the vision of God’s chosen people suffers from the 
effects of the Original Sin. To learn to see as God sees means to sur-
render the things that we accumulate from the world that clutter our 
vision and block us from experiencing the gifts of God. Abram was 
blessed because of his faith leading to obedience in following God’s 
call. May it be so with us this Lent.
