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The Hour of Great Mercy

At three o’clock, implore My mercy, especially for sinners; and, if on-
ly for a brief moment, immerse yourself in My Passion, particularly in 
My abandonment at the moment of agony. This is the hour of great 
mercy. In this hour, I will refuse nothing to the soul that makes a re-
quest of Me in virtue of My Passion (Diary, 1320).

As often as you hear the clock strike the third hour, immerse yourself 
completely in My mercy, adoring and glorifying it; invoke its omnipo-
tence for the whole world, and particularly for poor sinners; for at 
that moment mercy was opened wide for every soul. In this hour you 
can obtain everything for yourself and for others for the asking; it 
was the hour of grace for the whole world — mercy triumphed over 
justice. (1572)

My daughter, try your best to make the Stations of the Cross in this 
hour, provided that your duties permit it; and if you are not able to 
make the Stations of the Cross, then at least step into the chapel for a 
moment and adore, in the Most Blessed Sacrament, My Heart, which 
is full of mercy; and should you be unable to step into the chapel, im-
merse yourself in prayer there where you happen to be, if only for a 
very brief instant. (1572)

V. For the sake of his sorrowful Passion,

and on the whole world.

(Diary, 950)
Eternal God, in whom mercy is endless and the treasury of compas-
sion inexhaustible, look kindly upon us and increase your mercy in 
us, that in dif icult moments we might not despair nor become de-
spondent, but with great con idence submit ourselves to your holy 
will, which is Love and Mercy itself. Amen.
